1988's “Kokomo” which was their first #1 hit in twenty-two years and was featured on the soundtrack of Tom
Cruise’s film, Cocktail.

Last year Capitol/EMI released the first complete collection of The Beach Boys’ early Capitol Records singles
spanning the years 1962 to 1965. The Beach Boys: U.S. Singles Collection — The Capitol Years. Today Love and
Johnston still perform to sold-out audiences and hope that their music will continue to bring smiles and laughter
for years to come. As Johnston says, “Our music will always let you know that summer means fun ... forever!”
